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INTRODUCTION

greenways trail network across jurisdictional boundaries and at different functional levels of
highway/street systems is vitally important to the success of this plan.

It is likely that an even greater number of people will walk/bike for utilitarian, social, recreational,

or exercise purposes. However, people are more likely to walk/bike if it is made safer and more

BACKGROUND

T h o mp s Statiagh, TN is a charming community with much historic significance and natural

beauty. Centrally located between the populatedc i t i es of Franklin and Sprir
Station has kept preservation of its land top priority, maintaining its original countryside. In

addition to scenic landscape, Thompso n 6 s  Sbhbaats threerpublic schools, the only Kroger

Marketplace in TN, the state-of-the art Tennessee Equine Hospital, churches, and local

businesses.

Highway 31, a two-lane country road, is the main link between T h o mp s o n 6 sSpriag Hillt i o n
and Franklin. It is also the main access road to Interstate 65 and Interstate 840 that runs

t hrough Thomp #isdobumented that oves 20,000 cars travel on this section of

Highway 31 per day. Despite this large volume of traffic, there is no alternative option for
transportation.

MULTI-MODAL OPTIONS
The Thompsonds Station Greenways Trail Syst
Highway 31. The trail system will provide an alternative means of transportation
for both professionals and students.

REDUCED TRAFFIC
Over 20,000 cars per day travel on Highway 31, which can be described as
a two-lane country road. Providing an option for alternate transportation will
assist in reducing traffic from this congested highway.

INCREASED SAFETY

It is not uncommon to see cyclists and runners
on the Highway 31. Currently, if a runner or biker
wants to travel north or south between
municipalities, Highway 31is their only option.

The Thompsonbds Station
system will provide an alternate route for
runners/bikers, creating a safer environment for
both pedestrian and vehicle.

PROMOTES HEALTHY LIVING
The Office of Coordinated School Health (OCSH) was established by the
Tennessee Department of Education in February 2001. A report on Obesity was
written with the following data:

Tennessee has the 5" highest rate of obesity in adults.
Tennessee has the 4" highest rate of obesity in youth (10 - 17)

Other than diet, the other leading factor for obesity was a sedentary lifestyle.
